Different countries created designs that matched local beds and sleeping
habits. Therefore, as materials varied and building skills improved, pillows began to reflect

The idea of comfort helped pillows change as people farmed, traded, and built cities.
Well-designed pillows with bright colours became luxurious accessories for the rich families
in Europe, while simpler ones remained more practical in Asia. By the 17" century, pillows
